1 Kings 18:[17-19] 20-39 



Making Connections 
Queen Jezebel and her husband King Ahab led 
the people to serve the Canaanite god, Baal. Elijah 
serves the Lord, leading the people back to God. 
The Lord is shown to be the one true God by 
sending fire from heaven and reigniting the 
people’s faith in God.  

Story Summary:  
Fire from Heaven 
God has called Elijah to return to the northern 
kingdom of Israel, where King Ahab rules. King 
Ahab and his wife Jezebel have pressured the 
people of Israel to follow the false god Baal. Led 
by God, Elijah challenges the priests of Baal to a 
prayer competition on to the top of Mount 
Carmel. The priests will pray to Baal and Elijah 
will pray to the God of Israel to send fire from the 
sky to burn up an animal sacrifice. Elijah allows 
the believers in Baal to go first and call on their 
god to send down fire to burn the sacrifice 
prepared on their altar. But no matter how loud 
the people cry out, their god does not answer. 
When it is Elijah’s turn, he makes things more 
difficult by covering his sacrifice with buckets of 
water; yet, when he calls to God for fire, 
everything on that altar burns. In the end, the 
people of Israel fall down and proclaim their faith 
and belief in the power of the one true God. 

The Point 
A good leader leads us back to God. Amazed 
and awed by the fire from heaven, the people of 
Israel fall to the ground and cry out their praises 
and newfound understanding of the power and 
the glory of the one true God saying, “The LORD 

indeed is God! The LORD indeed is God!” Elijah 
could have easily taken the glory and praise for this 
miracle. Instead, Elijah focuses the people on the 
majesty and power of the true God and not on 
himself. God works through all of us in a variety of 
ways. It is our role to acknowledge the work as God’s 
and not seek our own glory. 

Bible Nuts & Bolts:  
How Can We Understand Miracle Stories?

King Ahab has the people worship Baal. He is confronted by Elijah and a powerful display of the power of the 
one true God (1 Kings 18:[17-19] 20-39).  

The prophet Hosea speaks God’s message, showing God as a loving and anguished parent (Hosea 11:1-9). 

A selfish decision by King Rehoboam, David’s grandson, leads the ten northern tribes of Israelites to leave the 
united kingdom and form their own kingdom (1 Kings 12:1-17, 25-29).  



Sunday—Read 1 Kings 18:[17-19] 20-39 
Fire from heaven. 
Sometimes fans chant at sporting events the phrase, “We’re Number One!” Chant together as a family, but this 
time change the words to those found in 1 Kings 18, “The Lord alone is God.”   

Monday—Read 1 Kings 18:41-46 
The drought ends. 
As you read this passage, drink a nice refreshing glass of water. 

Tuesday—Read 1 Kings 19:1-8 
Elijah on the run. 
Walk and walk and walk as you hear this story. End in a cave: a closet, small room, or blanket fort. Talk about 
running away from things that you fear. 

Wednesday—Read 1 Kings 19:9-18 
Elijah at Mount Horeb. 
Shhh. Listen to the silence. What do you hear God saying to you? 

Thursday—Read 1 Kings 19:19-21 
Elijah and Elisha. 
Who do you admire enough that you would leave everything and follow? 

Friday—Read 2 Kings 1:1-8 
Elijah and Ahaziah. 
When have you had to bring bad news to someone? How did you feel? 

Saturday—Read 2 Kings 1:9-17 
More fire from heaven. 
Watch a candle flame or a fire in a fireplace as you read this passage. Make a list of things, both good and bad, 
that fire can do.
