  Triple antibiotic ointment 1 oz. or 28 gram tube 
  Hydrocortisone cream 1 oz or 28 gm or 2 oz. or 60 gm tube 
  Medicines for stomach (e.g. Omeprazol, Famotidine or Zantac) 20 mg. tablets 
Vitamins—large bottles when possible (which will be doled out in small bags)* 
  Complete Multivitamins for adults and seniors 
  Complete Multivitamins for children –chewables (not gummies) 
  Vitamin C 500 milligram tablets (large containers whenever possible) 
Bed and bath items needed (should be new): 
  Flat sheets for single beds (not fitted because they may not fit the mattresses used) 
  Sets of sheets for queen-sized bed 
  Bath Towels (bath towels in Cuba should be thin: plush towels do not dry out)
  Toothbrushes and toothpaste tubes (very small size only)

*For the over-the-counter medicines and vitamins, save your money and the space needed to pack them by purchasing the larger bottles whenever possible. Also purchase the generic or house brands when you can because they are much more economical. The most reasonable places to purchase medications and vitamins are usually Walmart, Target, and Amazon.

Throughout May, Bearing Fruit will offer brief sketches of our various outreach ministries. This is not an endorsement or recommendation but a little bit of extra information about some of our missions and how we bear the fruit of God’s love. Our missions are Bridge Communities, Cuba Sister Church, DuPage PADS, Metropolitan Family Services, People’s Resource Center, Walk-In Ministry, World Relief, and the Youth Mission Trip.  

Southminster Presbyterian Church has always been a congregation that reaches out in love to those around them. Today, we are looking at several of the ministries in which we have had particular hands-on involvement. Next week we will highlight other “Gifts Grow” opportunities and other organizations in which we give hands on work as well. Presbyterians believe that whatever we do, we do it to the glory of God. This is one way we worship during the week.

Youth Mission Trip: Annually the youth of SPC carry on the SPC tradition of service by refurbishing homes of elderly and poor in various communities around the United States. Going away from home and caring for people outside of their home community is one way for our youth to not only serve others but also to step outside their comfort zone. Our PhotoStory today is of their annual Talent Show, another way that they raise funds for their trip. And don’t forget the Rummage Sale on June 1 & 2. Donations will be accepted in Fellowship Hall beginning after worship on Sunday, May 26, and during weekday hours by arrangement.

Cuba Sister Church: Since 2006 SPC has had a special relationship with the Presbyterian Reformed Church of Guanabacoa, Cuba. This ministry is one of relationship and support. SPC is the only official sister church of Guanabacoa and their main support for ministry. Many from SPC have visited, and you are encouraged to consider a visit, as well. We are looking forward to a visit this coming May 21st! The Cuba Mission Team this year is Sarah Allen, Sue Knisely, Chris Kozich, Nalani Johnson, Roxanne Johnson, and our pastor Wendy Boden.

Metropolitan Family Services (formerly Family Shelter Service) supports families who need support as they transition from abusive situations. One of our members volunteers in their thrift store to help raise funds.

Walk-In Ministry is an ecumenical partnership of 15 congregations whose purpose is to assist Glen Ellyn residents, members of Glen Ellyn congregations or organizations, or DuPage PADS clients with a referral who are in financial crisis. We have people who serve there and on the board. 

World Relief: Over 68 million people have been displaced in the world and cannot go home. World Relief partners with churches and community groups across the United States to support immigrants and refugees to find a home. Working in partnership with the U.S. Department of State, World Relief and local church partners welcome and resettle thousands of refugees referred by the United Nations Refugee Agency (UNHCR) to the United States each year. Local offices help refugees secure housing, employment, and education. In addition, they provide immigration legal service to refugees and others who have immigrated to the United States, offering legal clinics and counseling, working, guiding refugees and immigrants along the path towards U.S. citizenship. Members of SPC volunteer with World Relief in a variety of ways.
