Bearing Fruit – June 30, 2024
The Heart of Worship

Worship is an old English word meaning to ascribe honor to a person of ultimate importance. No matter what place of worship a person attends, there is always a liturgy for worship, a way of doing worship. Our worship begins with us lighting the candles, symbol of the light of Christ and the presence of the Holy Spirit, both in the Old Testament (the burning bush) and the New Testament (Pentecost). Lighting candles at the beginning of worship is a newer practice for us. An added significance is that the practice of lighting candles is a way to give those at home an opportunity to connect in a concrete way with us in the sanctuary. They, too, can light candles where they are. Together we worship God.

Our Call to Worship us an invitation to enter into intentional worship focusing on God. Much of our worship is prayer – there is a Prayer of Confession, a time to focus on our discipleship as followers of Jesus Christ. We have a Prayer for Illumination that highlights the importance of scripture being read, heard, and proclaimed. Prayers of the People unite us as we share our joys and our concerns for one another, the community, and the world. We generally have a moment of silence so that we can pray for concerns that we may not want to share with others but find comfort as we are surrounded by God’s people. We conclude the Prayers of the People with Our Lord’s Prayer. It is particularly significant that many of the words are plural: Our Father, give us, our daily bread, forgive us, etc. The Offertory is a prayer representing us before God. In fact, all our hymns and songs are prayers as well.

Today, we are ordaining and installing our new officers. We will “lay hands on” them; again, it’s a community event for the people of God. We ordain people to the three ordered ministries so that we may carry out our mission. “In ordination the church sets apart with prayer and the laying on of hands those who have been called through election by the church to serve as deacons, ruling elders, and teaching elders (Book of Order, W-4.4001a).

Together we worship and pray so that we may honor our Lord and receive encouragement and strength for our shared mission together. In all of this we bear the fruit of God’s love – for the world, for our neighbors, for one another, and for our Lord.
