Will you share in government and discipline, serving in councils of the church, and in your ministry will you try to show the love and justice of Jesus Christ? If so, say “I will.” 
Teaching Elders: Will you be a faithful teaching elder, proclaiming the good news in Word and Sacrament, teaching faith and caring for people? Will you be active in government and discipline, serving in the councils of the church; and in your ministry will you try to show the love and justice of Jesus Christ? If so, say “I will.”

There are questions or vows that the congregation makes as well. Here they are:
	Leader:	Do we, the members of the church, accept these people as elders
 		and deacons, chosen by God through the voice of this congregation
 		to lead us in the way of Jesus Christ?
	All:	We do.
	Leader:	Do we agree to pray for them, to encourage them, to respect their 
 		decisions, and to follow as they guide us, serving Jesus Christ who alone
 		is head of the Church?
	All:	We do.
