Bearing Fruit – June 7, 2026
Gifts Grew!

In May, we had the opportunity to contribute to our ministry matching program, Gifts Grow, which concluded on May 31. 

Since 2002, matching funds have been included in the Mission budget, matched by friends and members of Southminster for our sponsored Mission ministries. The initial goal in 2002 was $3,166. Last year, 2025, the goal was $5,800, but the amount collected was $7,876, resulting in a distribution of $13,6776. 

In recent years, contributions through the Gifts Grow program have exceeded the budgeted amount. Our challenge this year was $8,300 for the entire event. This was a significant leap for the Mission Ministry. 

The Mission Ministry was quite curious and a bit restless at last Tuesday night's meeting. As of last Sunday morning, May 31, it looked like we would not reach our goal, but we did! In fact, we exceeded expectations. By the end of the day, the donations raised totaled $8,550, leading to a distribution of $16,850 to local missions. Please see the table below for the results.
