A Promise to Pray

Music is a form of prayer. We are grateful today to two musicians who will play in this service: Echo Parks, who will play her oboe for the prelude, and Sean Salins, for our offertory. Thank you both for your willingness to serve God in this way and share your gifts. 

Today we are installing the two elders-elect – Deb Bohi and Steve Sanders – who were unable to be here when the other officers-elect were ordained and installed.
 
In the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) (PCUSA), ordination questions are categorized into Constitutional Questions (standardized vows) and Congregational Questions. The formal vows require candidates to affirm their faith in the Trinity, Scripture, and the Reformed tradition. 

Constitutional Ordination Questions
These official vows, outlined in the Book of Order, are required for all officers – Teaching Elders, Ruling Elders, and Deacons. They emphasize trusting in Jesus Christ, accepting the Scriptures as the sole witness to Him, adhering to Reformed confessions, obeying Christ, following church polity, collaborating with colleagues, and promoting peace and unity within the church. Specific addenda are available for ministers and deacons. 

In total, there are nine questions, and the last shared question for all offices is “Will you pray for and seek to serve the people with energy, intelligence, imagination, and love?” A tall order and a promise to pray for our congregation supports all the other vows. But what about the congregation? They make promises as well. 

Those promises are: Do we, the members of the church, accept these people as elders, chosen by God through the voice of this congregation to lead us in the way of Jesus Christ? AND Do we agree to pray for them, to encourage them, to respect their decision and to follow as they guide us, serving Jesus Chris who alone is head of the church.

The members of our session are: our pastor Wendy Boden, Clerk Andrea Schmidt, Deb Bohi, Gretchen Fleming, Melissa Hammer, Jay Lerch, Steve Sanders, Angela Smith, Julie Storey, and Rita Zapel. The members of our deacon board are: Moderator Barb Koczinski, Andrea Davidson, Elise Henkels, Heather Kralicek, John Pezl, and Kathy Sanders. 

Let’s bear the fruit of God’s love by praying for our officers and our congregation daily.
